This year DesignMarch is celebrating its ten

year anniversary. What are the most significant

changes that the festival has gone through and
where is it heading?

Both the festival itself and the Icelandic design scene
in general have gone through significant changes in
this past decade. The size of the festival is growing
every year and has become well established in the
minds of designers and the people of Reykjavik alike,
a permanent fixture in the city calendar.

The theme and focus of the festival organically
changes from year to year, often with one or two
fields within design being more prevalent than others.
| do see an increase in interdisciplinary projects, that
reach beyond the more traditional fields of design.
Furthermore, | see a significant change in the general
understanding and awareness of what design is and
its importance in society, alongside an ever-

growing awareness that design is a methodology
and ideology that can and should be applied in all
aspects of society.

DesignMarch’s main objective is to enrich the
community of designers, bring it together, and
create a space that facilitates networking and
collaboration between designers and across
disciplines. And perhaps most importantly to
promote and celebrate Icelandic design.

What are the greatest challenges in managing
a festival like DesignMarch?

The main challenge is to make all the pieces fit in the
right place at the right time. The story with this type of
festival is that most issues don’t get resolved until the
eleventh hour, which can be quite stressful. However,

| have learned that things tend to work out just as they
should. Another great challenge is to make a festival
of this scale be the best it can be with limited financial
resources, which requires a healthy mix of cleverness,
hard work and creativity.

How do you view the role and relevance of Design-
March for the design scene and Icelandic society?

DesignMarch is an annual opportunity for designers
and architects to show each other what they’ve been
working on and to celebrate their efforts. It is also

a great promotional opportunity — be it towards the
general public, the business community, the media

or other stakeholders, both national and international.

Furthermore, the festival is a space where designers
and design enthusiasts alike can get inspired — the
festival conference DesignTalks being specifically
designed with that objective in mind with internationally
renowned designers and architects, both established
and up and coming, engaging in thoughtful discussion
on design and architecture for a full day. DesignMarch
is almost an embarrassment of riches, no one should
have any trouble finding something to their liking.

What are the most rewarding aspects of your job?

Generally speaking it’s when things work out and the
end objective is achieved. When you see the whole
thing come together — that moment when all the ex-
hibitions and events open and the products of all the
designers and architects hard work are unveiled.

For ten years Hugrtin Arnadéttir and Magni Porsteins-
son have designed, manufactured and sold their
designs all over the world under the label Kron by
Kronkron. This includes roughly 1,200 varieties of
shoes; a collection which forms the basis of their
exhibition at the Museum of Design and Applied Art,
which opens during DesignMarch.

“Shoes must have been in the cards for us right from
the get-go. Magni and | both had a special passion
and fascination with unusual shoes when we were
younger, and | even collected weird shoes, though

not once did it occur to me that I'd be doing this for

a living,” says Hugrin when asked how the couple’s
big shoe adventure first began. “The last ten years
have been like some crazy marathon run, and frankly
kind of a ridiculous one at that. You're always so busy
working on whatever’s going on right now, and getting
ready for the next big thing, that you hardly ever have
time to look back at what’s come before,” she says,
admitting that when she and her husband first went
into shoemaking, they had no idea just how much
work would be involved. Not that either of them have
any regrets whatsoever. The design and production
process behind every single pair of shoes is incredibly
complex and time-consuming, clocking in at roughly
eighteen months from first concept to store window.
Each pair can consist of up to 30 or 40 individual
elements that must be purchased from separate man-
ufacturers based variously in Italy, Spain and Portugal.

Hugrdn explains that the couple’s chosen profession
is one that demands great expediency. While most
shoe designers are guided by practical considerations
— making the simplest and most commercially viable
shoe, usually by using cheaper materials, reducing
product variety and circumventing craftspeople —
Hugrdn and Magni aspire to make resilient and time-
less shoes that proudly display the handiwork of their
creators. Behind every detail of every shoe, there is a
highly qualified specialist in his or her field. From day
one, the couple have sought out the perfect special-
ist for every job, even if such micromanagement can
cause more than merely technical headaches. “When
you find the right craftspeople — that’s when the
adrenaline kicks in. These people burn with passion
for what they do. And that’s what connects us — that
passion. Magni and | know from personal experience
how it feels to go the road less travelled, and for us

it is important to be able to connect all these people
and give them projects to work on. It’s really what
keeps you going.”

Considering the sheer number of elements that
have to come together in order to make one pair of
shoes, the fact that the Kron by Kronkron exhibition
will feature 1,200 pairs seems mind-boggling, almost

We've created a vibrant world, full
of colours, and not really connected to
fashion. Kron by Kronkron has a signa-
ture look, but every single pair of shoes
we’ve made is also very independent
in time — timeless. Our customers are
all so different, and we’ve heard from
them time and time again that buying
our shoes is like buying a work of art.
These aren’t just shoes; they’re much
more than that. We want people to
forget their everyday world when they
come to us, and this exhibition is, in a
way, reflecting the world we’ve created
over the last ten years.”

Hanna Dis Whitehead graduated from Design Academy
Eindhoven’s product design programme in 2011, and today
has her own design studio in southeast Iceland, Studio
Hanna Whitehead. This year’s DesignMarch will provide
visitors with two opportunities to view her work: her private
exhibition Another Dialog at the Culture House, and
through her contributions to the collaborative exhibition
lllikambur, to be held at Gallery Harbinger.

“The product line usually revolves around designing stuff
that doesn’t necessarily have a predetermined purpose,
but this time I've turned that around, to some extent,”
Whitehead says of her line Another Dialog, explaining
how the project actually came about as a result of her
conversations with attendees of her previous exhibitions.
“For the first time, I've made a conscious effort to adapt

and develop the product to better suit the public’s ideas on
its usefulness and practicality. This particular line is largely
ceramic in nature, so I've used a variety of different glazes
to produce varying textures.

Your work strikes me as a form of design research.
What is the main reason for this approach?

In Iceland, design is still quite experimental. There is
no fixed place for the designer within society so we
are quite free.

industry around forestry, so I'm trying to initiate something
to really quickly develop at least a basic example of this.
If we open our eyes and design with the future in mind,
we can plan now to prevent problems that are right
around the corner.

You’re giving a DesignTalk about your joint project
Cargo. What should we know about it?

The shipping container is at the heart of the system that
enables modern lifestyles, but so many of us go about our
daily lives without realizing how impactful it is. Cargo is a
Jjoint project with my colleague Johanna Seelemann and
it deals with an issue we cannot directly see — the space
between production and consumption — and proposes a
way we can visualize it.

We wanted to tell the story of Iceland in the age of global
cargo shipping through hyper-local materials, such as
aluminium and cod. To demonstrate the journey that a
material such as aluminium takes, we made a 2-metre-
long “Made In” label for a can of Appelsin soda.
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How would you connect your projects to each other?

An important recurring theme in all of my work is both
shedding light on a topic and proposing some sort of
solution. Beyond investigating and educating, | always
strive to take action in some sort of way and open it up
and invite others to join me.

How do you position yourself as a designer in our
contemporary world?

| am more and more leaning towards collaborative
design — where | am in real scenarios working with and
connecting to people, such as foresters or farmers, and
extracting somebody’s knowledge and wisdom to reflect
upon it with my own eyes. I'd like open-source research
to be the future.

In a way, these hyper-local projects position Iceland as
a metaphor for the world. And as a designer it’s important
for me to continue growing a strong voice that communi-

cates with the masses to shape the future.

The exhibition Breathe presents the first collaborative line

of jewellery designed by goldsmiths Erling and Helga Osk,

although the two have operated a shared workshop and
retail space together since 2016. They explain that after
sitting across from each other for almost two years, freely
sharing ideas and design solutions, a closer collaborative
venture came about quite naturally. While their respective
approaches to their subject matter might seem divergent
to the casual observer, they both agree on a certain
shared attitude toward jewellery design, with plenty of
room for overlap between the two.

It was clear to both of them from an early age that their
paths lay toward craftsmanship, and goldsmithing in
particular. While Helga Osk has immersed herself in
traditional Icelandic design, creating works with aesthetic
roots deep in Iceland’s past, Erling has experimented

with the creation of forms hitherto unseen. They both,
however, make a habit of venturing outside their comfort
zones, breaking from their own aesthetic sensibilities whilst
building on the well-established bedrock of their years of
professional experience in the field.

When asked what attracts them to jewellery, Erling is
quick to remark on the sense of mystery it exudes, with
Helga Osk adding that jewellery is by nature deeply
personal; we come by it during times of great import in
our lives, or inherit it from loved ones. This connects it
inextricably to memory, and when we wear jewellery, we
are conscious of the story behind each item. ‘Jewellery
is so meaningless when it sits alone in the window,”
Erling says. “Without story, a jewel alone is nothing.”

Erling and Helga Osk not only have a penchant for
intricate handiwork, but also subscribe to an organic
design process that stresses total freedom of design.

They admit that while contemporary culture does interest
them to some degree, they avoid forcing out preconceived
ideas; the best works emerge unguided and piece them-
selves together naturally. They are otherwise tight-lipped
on the subject of their new line, but all signs point to an
exciting outcome; feather-light gold ornaments whose
shape is determined by the material’s inner tension.
